Documents received by the Office of the Contractor General (OCG) indicated that the construction of the Rural Agricultural Development
Authority (RADA) Trelawny Parish Office had been conceptualised several years prior to 2013 and was proposed to be located on Seaboard
Street in Falmouth. The project was, however, put on hold as the site was expended by the construction of the Falmouth Cruise Ship Pier.
This resulted in a delay in the procurement process as a new site was required.

After selection and approval of a site located at the Hague Show Grounds, the project was re-established. The Invitation to Tender was then
advertised on December 7, 2012. The Local Competitive Bidding procurement methodology was utilised to invite contractors registered with
the National Contracts Commission (NCC) in the category of Building Construction, Grade 2 or higher. Tenders were to be submitted by
December 21, 2012 at 10:00 a.m., followed by a scheduled Tender Opening Ceremony at 10:15 a.m.

Four (4) Bids were received, opened, and verified in accordance with the eligibility requirements which were outlined in the Tender Document.

A detailed evaluation was conducted in accordance with the evaluation criteria which were outlined in the Tender Document. The lowest
responsive Bid, which was submitted by Marshall Construction Company Limited, in the sum of J$69,665,549.00, was recommended for the
award of contract.

The requisite approvals were obtained and the contract was awarded accordingly.

Minor design changes were made to the project, post-contract, as the original design was specific to an area with different site conditions. As
such, the building shape was altered slightly and re-alignment of the external works and structural changes were made to accommodate the
rock substrata of the new site. The Contractor, however, was instructed not to wait for the design changes to be made and to continue work as
per contract.

Work commenced in August 2013 which proceeded diligently and on schedule over a period. The electrical installation was the only item
delayed and this was due to the late appointment of a Mechanical and Electrical (M&E) Engineering Consultant. This issue did not affect the
critical path of the project schedule.

By October 2013, the redesigned foundation was approved by the Trelawny Parish Council and a location for the septic tank and reed bed had
been identified. At the end of the year the project was 20% complete.

In February 2014, the project was 40% complete and three (3) - four (4) weeks behind schedule. With delays attributed to difficulties with
equipment hireage, issues with rock excavation and flooding of the evaporation bed, the proposed completion date was revised to June 2014,
however, this deadline date was not achieved.

Variation Orders amounting to $2,802,519.50 were approved for additional works. The total variation amount was deducted from the
contingency fund and did not affect the contract sum.

Despite the project's continued lag behind schedule, an Extension of Time claim was not submitted by the Contractor. Also, both the
Consultant and Client advised of their dissatisfaction with the quality of some finishing works and the remedial works that took place.

As at October 16, 2014, the office building attained Practical Completion. Due to a delay in connecting the power supply for commissioning
and inspection of the building, Practical Completion for the electrical and mechanical systems were not attained until November 3, 2014. At the
end of the year, completion of the sewage system remained outstanding.

Amounts owed
ranged from approximately J$28 million to J$11 million. Amounts certified by NET were not paid by the MoE because certain items of work
were not approved by the Project Architect (MoE's Chief Architect). Meetings between MoE and NE were held to fully resolve the matter. o

The report further indicated that the level of non-payment resulted in further delays to aspects of the project, such as casting to the roof slab of
the Mutli-Purpose Auditorium, which the Contractor refused to start unless a variation order for same was approved by the Ministry of
Education. A protracted dispute ensued over the matter and eventually the Contractor agreed to undertake the item of work whilst a decision
on the matter was finalized.

The works were carried out and Sectional Completion effective November 28, 2014, was granted for the Mutli-Purpose Auditorium, the Service
Road to the School Buildings and the Driveway and Parking Lot for the Church and Basic School. This aspect of the project is in its six (6)
months defects liability period that will expire in May 2015.

Further to same, the report indicated that the amount certified to date on Certificate No. 21 was J$738,835,566.10, which was 112% of the
contract sum. Additionally, that the Contractor had submitted Claim # 22 dated December 4, 2014, for payment and also by way of letter dated
October 6, 2014, submitted a request for an additional Extension of Time.

As at December 2014 both Claims were being assessed by the Entity.

Documents received by the Office of the Contractor General (OCG) indicated that the project encountered delays from commencement due to
inclement weather which impacted aspects of demolition. By October 2013, the Contractor reported additional challenges as the relevant
contract drawings had not been received. It was also reported that demolition work was further hindered by (i) a National Water Commission
main which ran adjacent to the new building and (ii) the building still having live electrical wires running through the walls. These issues
delayed the project by fourteen (14) days, however, an Extension of Time for seven (7) days was approved by the implementing agency.

Demolition and alteration to the main building was completed by November 2013 and, at that time, overall completion was at 45%. The
Contractor stated, however, that major issues regarding the electrical work continued to affect the project.

At the end of 2013, the project was 65% complete and the Contractor had received sufficient electrical information to allow increased progress
on all buildings. Taking into account project delays, the Contractor advised that an Extension of Time would be requested to extend the
completion date to January 31, 2014.

January 2014 saw the project at 70% completion. By March, little progress was made with major electrical issues still affecting the project. By
way of the Minutes of the Technical Meeting held on March 13, 2014, the Contractor reported that "...certain issues such as electrics have
negatively affected the general progress of various work activities... Outstanding issues regarding the availability of electrical materials were
affecting related work activities and urgently needed to be resolved to enable the completion of the project in a timely manner."

Throughout the following months, reports from the Clerk of Works stated that the work progressed slowly and that the overall quality was poor.
By April 2014, the project was 93% complete and remedial works had to be done to sections of the building and infrastructure including a
poorly compacted base course for the parking area.

After much delay and difficulty regarding the electrical works, the project achieved Practical Completion on June 20, 2014. The Defects
Liability Period ends January 20, 2015.

Documents received by the Office of the Contractor General (OCG) indicated that works commenced on August 22, 2013 and progressed
steadily throughout the subsequent months. At the end of the year, the client reported that although the project was 35% complete, instead of
the scheduled 45%, no major issues affected progress. The main cause for the lag in percentage completion was due to a delay in the pouring
of the reinforced concrete roof slab.

February 2014 saw the completion of all site works and substructure and 95% completion of the superstructure. Overall, the project was 50%
complete, however, delays regarding the procurement of air conditioning units began to affect progress. By March, the project remained
behind schedule reflecting a 75% completion and the unlikelihood of completion by the April 2014 deadline.

By June 2014, an estimated completion date was set for July 2014, however, with further delays attributed to outstanding electrical items and
the acquisition of special finishes for the Theatres, the Contractor was unable to give a more specific completion date. At this stage, civil works
were 90% complete and the overall project was 85% complete.

As at December 31, 2014, the building and infrastructure works had been completed, with minor finishing works outstanding, however, a
Practical Completion Certificate had not been issued. As such, an actual completion date had not been established and the project had not
come to a close. Information received from the North East Regional Health Authority (NERHA) explains that final costing for the project had
not yet been determined due to issues with material and labour fluctuations. Given that the project was priced in 2011 and the contract signed
in 2013, fluctuation costs which affect the contract sum were still being finalised.

The OCG will continue to monitor the execution of the contract.
